From the Pastorõs Laptop Eighteenth Sunday 
in  

Ordinary Time 
August 3, 2008 

Someone turned 40 on July 25, and 

we forgot to wish happy birthday. 

That ñsomeoneò was Pope Paul VIôs 

landmark encyclical Humanae vitae, 
issued July 25, 1968. Iôve been 

preaching on it these past two 

weekends and many have asked me 

for the text. Just pop those words into 

a search engine and youôll find it 

soon enough; or if you donôt have the 

internet, you can purchase the text at San Joaquin Religious Goods. 

   The Pope always tells the truth, and indeed we believe he speaks 

infallibly when defining a matter of faith or morals. Humanae vitae (ñon 

human lifeò) is definitely a moral teaching on the subject of marriage 

and childbearing. Through the Holy Spirit, Paul VI could see we were 

heading into a marriage/family crisis as far back as the 1960ôs. Artificial 

contraception was threatening to sterilize the love between spouses: 

babies would become optional to married couples rather than one of the 

essential reasons people married in the first place. Many laity, priests, 

and even bishops refused to believe the Popeôs letter and openly defied 

his teaching. It was the beginning of a progressive loss of faith for many 

Catholics in Church authorityð for if we cannot trust the Church on one 

issue, we cannot trust her on any issue. Cafeteria Catholicism was born. 

  Pope Paul spoke prophetically in 1968. ñ...how easily [contraception] 
could open wide the way for marital infidelity and a general lowering of 
moral standards,ò he wrote. ñAnother effect that gives cause for alarm is 
that a man who grows accustomed to the use of contraceptive methods 
may forget the reverence due to a woman, and, disregarding her physical 
and emotional equilibrium, reduce her to being a mere instrument for the 
satisfaction of his own desires, no longer considering her as his partner 
whom he should surround with care and affection.ò I encourage you to 

read all of Humanae Vitae. We ignore a Popeôs teaching to our peril: as 

Christians began using contraception in the 1960s, the divorce rate 

quadrupled. We can begin to reverse the devastation our children have 

inherited, the social consequences of weakened marriages, by embracing 

in full the beautiful vocation of marriage as constantly 

taught by the Church.

Lessons for lifeé from St. Paul 
Celebrating the Year of St. Paul June 2008- June 2009 

1 Thessalonians 4:1-3 
Brethren, we beseech and exhort you in the Lord Jesus, that 
as you learned from us how you ought to live and to please 

God, just as you are doing, you do so more and more. For you 
know what instructions we gave you through the Lord Jesus. 
For this is the will of God, your sanctification: that you abstain 

For the past month we have been looking at St. Paulõs letter to the relatively 

new Christians in Thessalonica and finding that the problems they faced in 
Greece are many of the same problems we face today.  In the passage above 
the relevance of St. Paulõs writings for us today becomes even more 
pronounced.  Paul writes with confidence that he had delivered instructions 
for living as followers of the Lord Jesus when he addresses the issue at hand, 
their unchastity.  He speaks here with perhaps the strongest and most direct 
language possible telling them òthis is the will of God.ó  He then draws from 
this statement that their behavior, especially in the realm of sexuality, would 
directly effect whether or not they could be sanctified.  Sexual sins that we 
may be tempted to think are new and modern were considered normal in the 
culture of Greece in the first century and so Paul has to preach the truth 
about the will of God.  For example Paul provides this ôsin listõ in Galatians 
5:19-21: òfornication, impurity, licentiousness, idolatry, sorcery, enmity, strife, 
jealousy, anger, selfishness, dissension, party spirit, envy, drunkenness, 
carousing, and the like. I warn you, as I warned you before, that those who do 
such things shall not inherit the kingdom of God.ó  May we all live the will of 
God.
