We welcome Fr. Jonas to our parish for the summer! He is my age (46) 

but doesnôt look my age, hails from India, and is on summer break from 

teaching philosophy at a Tanzanian seminary. Fr. Jonas spent some 

months at St. Joseph's a few years ago (summers of 1999 and 2000), and 

we welcome his erudition and prayerful presence to Modesto again.  

   In May I went home to see my mother and father, and I again thank 

you for an abundance of affection and prayers following her car 

accident last year. Although a bit crooked from broken bones, she was 

in fine form and joined me for a ñhikeò along an Appalachian trail. I 

took her to the state park at which I worked at age 15. I led a crew of 

eight in 1977 that built nature trails in Pennsylvania for $3.20 an hour. 

The trail we carved into the forest floor, the interpretive signs on 

wooden plaques, and the bridges we built are still there, 31 years later. 

Now a middle-aged priest with his elderly mother in tow, I wondered at 

how half my life, and most of my motherôs life, is gone. But riotous 

birdsong and abundant spring-green leaves reminded me that God 

continually renews life around us. The older Christians get, the younger 

we get, because the threshold of our eternal 

youth draws closer with each year.  

  Let us have no regrets! Some dreams have 

come true, although never in the exact ways we 

envisioned. Many dreams have not come to 

pass, but no one can deny that Godôs ways 

have filled our years. The past is full of love, if 

we but recall it with gratitude. The present is 

full of joy, if we but believe in Godôs 

providence. The future is full of hope, if we 

trust in Godôs promises. Iôm an old man now, I 

suppose (at least the PSR kids say so), and my 

mother is bent with years. The forest will ever 

be there, bright with young life, but we will 

pass on to another life. As summer begins, we 

do well to consider our end. There is no shame 

in being old. There is no sadness in slowing 

down, even though the MTV culture despises anyone younger than 13 

or older than 38. For each of us, at every moment, God 

has a perfect way . Lift up your hearts to receive it.
