June 15, 2008 

   Weôve all been hearing lots of ñbad newsò about the economy (I read 

both the Modesto Bee and the New York Times but refuse to watch TV 

news.) The Times has lots of bad news about everything, but I am here 

to give you ñthe rest of the storyòðthat is, the Good News!  

   The Good News is that ñAll things work for the good for those who 

love Godò (Romans 8:28). Yes, gasoline has jumped to $4.50 a gallon. 

The Times reports this ñbad newsòðthe high cost of gas is forcing 
people to ride bikes to work, to use more fuel-efficient vehicles, and to 
simplify their lifestyle. The ñGood Newsò is that people are riding bikes 
to work, to using more fuel-efficient vehicles, and simplifying their 

lifestyles. Bad News/Good News: Itôs all how you look at it. A year ago, 

more Americans walking and riding to work, buying smaller, planet-

friendly vehicles, and staying at home more would have been 

proclaimed from the rooftops. But now the cultural elites consider it bad 

news! One paper reported that Americans are eating more fruits and 

vegetables and less meat because of high food prices. And thatôs a bad 

thing?! The long-term effect of this economy may be less heart disease, 

less smog, healthier children, and more time with our families! 

Europeans have paid $6 a gallon for years (gas is now $9 in Paris), and 

the result is healthier people and less smog. God will always provide a 

way. If only the New York Times could see things with the eyes of faith.  

  Closer to home, our parish Finance Council has asked us to reduce next 

yearôs expenses. As in any service-related 

organization, payroll is the lion share of our costs. 

Our staff is very talented but quite large. This year we 

will be trimming our paid staffðsome positions will 

be eliminated. This is hard, especially in a fluctuating 

economy; we are making every effort to help people 

make safe landings in other employments. After 

much prayer and consultation, Iôve made the decision 

to eliminate the Parish Administrator position, and to 

distribute its tasks to other senior management. 

Wayne Lewis has been our parish administrator for 

two years, and I wish to thank him for much hard work. We will miss 

him and wish him well. In our exit interview, Wayne thanked me for the 

opportunity to work at St. Josephôs. As a good steward, 

Wayne knows that God will provide.
