From the Pastorõs Laptop 
Twelfth Sunday 
in Ordinary Time 

June 22, 2008 

   Iôve been thinking about Christians and the media again recently. Sue 

Nowicki (Modesto Bee ñFaith and Valuesò reporter) and I have always 
enjoyed a mutually respectful relationship. She practices her Christian 

faith both in Sunday worship and then by writing many positive stories 

about religion. Compared to other papers, the Bee has been most 

generous in its reporting of religion in our county. As we know, religion 

has always been and will always be a major shaper of culture (the very 

word ñcultureò comes from the old Latin word for religion). Many 

media outlets ignore religionôs role in society, but the Bee has not been 

ashamed to cover religion.  

   During Pope Benedictôs visit to our 

country in April, I wrote two laptops 

about the mediaôs coverage of his 

visit. The first three newspaper stories 

I read focused on the Popeôs clergy 

scandal statements, and I wrote my 

laptop that week hot under my clerical 

collar. As his visit progressed, 

however, I realized that the media was 

in fact not exaggerating Benedictôs 

words by much. He was addressing the 

clergy scandals in almost every talk. I wrote my April 27 laptop, though, 

at the beginning of his visit, which included this statement: ñSadly, most 

media people do not believe in God, and so live without hope.ò  

   I apologize for this generalizationðit is wrong to judge peoplesô faith. 

Many professionals at the Bee faithfully worship God at Modesto 

churches, some at our own parish. In fact, a Bee reporter whom I see at 

Mass every Sunday sent a thoughtful email with these words: ñOf our 

top ten editors (including my husband), all but three are either active 

members of Christian churchesðincluding two Catholicsðor are 

married to Catholics and live many of their spouseôs ethics and values.ò 

It is certainly a delicate exercise for Christian media professionals to 

balance their faith with secular editorial policies. I bless and thank those 

who profess their faith in God and work in the media. We need people 

of faith to bring virtue to this sphere of work, so influential in our 
culture. Let us pray for those at the Bee, including its 

editor, Mark Vasche, who attends Centenary Methodist.

Q - What are the Eastern Catholic Churches and other rites of the 
Church?  Are they Roman Catholic?  Can you provide a list of them? (see below) 

A - The term Eastern Churches can more generally refer both to Churches in 
union with Rome and those that are not (i.e. the Orthodox Churches are not 
in union with Rome).  Many people assume that all Catholic Churches 
celebrate Mass in the same way.  This is not the case as not all Catholics are 
Roman Catholics.  The Latin (Roman) rite is just one of several rites in the 
Church.  There is a diversity of liturgical expressions as a result of history and 
the development of traditions and cultures throughout the Catholic Church 
and a unity founded on the òprince of the Apostlesó, the Pope.  Here is a list of 
the various rites (and Apostolic Churches) that are in union with Rome 
including their origin.  All Catholics may receive sacraments in all of these 
Churches in union with Rome as they are all united in the One, Holy, 
Catholic and Apostolic Church.  I encourage everyone to experience these 
other ancient forms of liturgy at some point in their life.  The richness of the 
treasures of the liturgy are inspiring and beautiful.
