Last week I attended the 49th 

International Eucharistic Congress 

in Quebec City, Canada with two 

priest-friends, Fr. Peter Carota from 

Escalon and Fr. Blaise Berg from 

Sacramento. It was sort of a ñWorld 

Youth Day for adultsòða massive 

international gathering of Catholics 

seeking to deepen their knowledge 

and love of Christ and his Church. I 

counted 32 Cardinals, 150 bishops, 

about 1000 priests, and 14,000 

laypeople in the plenary sessions. Each day a cardinal or other expert 

would give a talk to the whole assembly, and then we would break up 

into various workshops according to language group. The three of us 

spent one afternoon walking the glorious heights above Old Quebec and 

forged even deeper bonds of priestly friendship. We stayed with a host 

family from Mexico and made friends with all the bus drivers, waiters, 

and policemen: we all had ample opportunity to brush up on our high 

school French. 

   Most impressive to me was a 

French Cardinal who gave a stirring 

talk on the state of the Eucharist in 

Europe. ñOnly 5% go to Mass on 

Sunday, and until that changes, no 

evangelization will occur.ò The 

solution? ñThe Sunday Eucharist 

has been reduced to an mere 
obligation. We must convince 

people that it is vital.ò We all suffer 
the malaises and stresses of the 

modern world because we are 

starving ourselves of the Sunday 

Eucharist. Thatôs one of our four parish goals this year too: increase the 

28% of Catholics who regularly attend to 30% (340 

more people each Sunday).

Lessons for lifeé from St. Paul 
Celebrating the Year of St. Paul June 2008- June 2009 

1 Thessalonians 1:1-3 
Paul, Silva'nus, and Timothy, To the church of the 

Thessalonians in God the Father and the Lord Jesus Christ: 
Grace to you and peace. We give thanks to God always for 

you all, constantly mentioning you in our prayers, 
remembering before our God and Father your work of faith 

and labor of love and steadfastness of hope in our Lord Jesus 
Christ. 

The first letter to the Thessalonians is the earliest of 12 written by St. Paul.  

Written while Paul was in Corinth, the letter geared itself toward the new 
believers in Thessalonica, a major Greek seaport second in size only to 
Athens.  Paul had only spent a few months with these new Christians as part 
of his second missionary journey before he continued on to Corinth and 

Ephesus.  Perhaps, due to his abbreviated time within the community, they 
had  problems persevering in the moral life, avoiding pagan customs, and 
began taking on mistaken notions about the Second Coming of Christ.  Paul 
sent Timothy to check on them and this letter is a response to the good and 
bad things that Timothy witnessed among the Thessalonians. 

In the first three verses, Paul greets them by mentioning his thankfulness 
for them.  He calls to mind his thankfulness before getting down to any 
teaching or correction.  Here: the òapostle to the Gentilesó displays his heart 
as a steward who is, before all else, thankful for the goodness of God.  Paul 
also mentions his constant prayer for them and provides a very concise 
definition of the Christian life: faith, hope, and love in Jesus Christ.  Verse 3  
serves as a table of contents for  Paulõs theological virtues  faith, hope and love 

which are given to us in Baptism.
