After Yahoo and Google, 

MySpace is the worldôs most popular website. I hear about it all the time 

from our young people, so I recently registered on it for three days to see 

for myself. Parental discretion is advised on what is to followé.. 

   Do you have children or grandchildren? Do you know if they are on 

MySpace? If they are, do you know what they are engaging online? If I 

were a parent, I would definitely find out. Bottom Line: if you are on 

MySpace, you will see pornography, and you will open yourself to 

abusive relationships both via the web and in reality. 

   MySpace states that no nudity will be 

permitted. The photo at right was sent to me 

within 24 hours of my registration. The girl 

says her name is ñLexieò from Ohio, and she 

is looking for ñBeautiful happy unique 

individuals that make the world go round.ò 

Besides ñLexie,ò I received video clips of 

girls in underwear leaning into the video cam 

on their beds asking to be emailed back; 

videos of girls dancing in lingerie; videos 

and pictures of girls begging to be emailed or 

invites to come over for the night.  

   No doubt many will be shocked and disgusted to see this photo on the 

front of our parish bulletin. I do it to wake us up to our childrenôs world. 

I registered as a 46-year old Catholic priest and posted my picture (lots 

of white hair!). If I got these invitations, what are our teenage boys 

getting? MySpace says you must be 16 years old to register, but age, 

gender, and identity is not verified. Your 12-year-old daughter could 

register as an 18-year-old. If you registered as an 18-year-old girl, or a 

16-year-old boy what response would you get? What are your children 

getting? If we donôt teach our own children about love 

and sexuality, MySpace will happily do it for us.
