   By now many of us have already voted, and even those of us who have 

not are pretty decided about Nov 4. But let me speak again on 

Proposition 8, at the risk of repeating myself. They say we have to hear 

things 8 times before we hear them, so here goes my 4th time on Prop 8.  

  We support Prop 8 because we support children. It is children, not 

adults, who lose big when we redefine ñfamily.ò Family laws in our 

state have always favored the welfare of children over adults. When the 

state supreme court overturned California law on May 15, granting same

-sex couples the right to ñmarry,ò it argued that a relatively small group 

of adultsô rights were being violated. It was gay and lesbian adults who 

sued for the right to obtain marriage certificates, even though studies 

demonstrate the overwhelming benefits to children in being raised by 

both of their biological parents. That is of course impossible in a same-

sex ñfamily.ò While same sex couples may care for each other, and 

make a home together for years, they are not ñmarriages.ò I deeply 

respect men and women with same-sex attractions simply because they 

are people.  They have a right to all the benefits needed to live tranquil 

and secure lives. But their unions are not ñmarriages.ò They cannot 

conceive children together, and 

therefore cannot form real, 

natural families. 

   We must provide for the well-

being of  our children first. Once 

their needs are met, we can 

address the needs of adults. The 

current law benefits adults,ðthe 

small, well-funded minority of 

the gay and lesbian adultsðwho 

demand the title ñmarriageò for their relationships. They demand this at 

the expense of both the children they will obtain through artificial 

means, and the children of all our families, who will learn that 

ñmarriageò is whatever we want to make of it. Children have a right to 

be conceived and nurtured in their natural families, the sacred union 

between their own mother and their own father. This union, and nothing 

less, is blessed by God and must be protected in human law. Vote Yes 

on 8.

ROMANS 
BIBLE STUDY 

In writing to the Romans Paul 
describes the state of man before 
Redemption.  As a result of original sin 
men and women, left to their own 
understanding, exchange ònatural 
relations for unnaturaló.  Paulõs 
description of the sexual immorality of 
the day in ancient Roman society sounds 
a lot like our own situation today.  The 
Romans needed a Prop. 8 just a badly as 
we do today.  Prior to this period in her 
history Roman culture had placed family life at a very high pedestal.  In these 
later days marriage and family life were waning.  Let us not exchange the 
truth of God for a lie today, here and now in California.  We must remember 
to be charitable toward those who disagree with God (and therefore with the 
Church), but we also have the right and duty to stand up for what the 
redemption has won for us and for the world.  God will judge all of us.  Letõs 
leave the judgment for Him and stand up for what is true and good for our 
families and the next generation, our children during the upcoming election 
and vote yes of Prop. 8 as St. Paul would have us do.

Romans 1:24-27 

God gave them up in the lusts of 
their hearts to impurity, to the 
dishonoring of their bodies among 
themselves, because they exchanged 
the truth about God for a lie and 
worshiped and served the creature 
rather than the Creator, who is 
blessed for ever! Amen. For this 
reason God gave them up to 
dishonorable passions. Their women 
exchanged natural relations for 
unnatural, and the men likewise 
gave up natural relations with 
women and were consumed with 
passion for one another, men 
committing shameless acts with men 
and receiving in their own persons 
the due penalty for their error.

If youõve turned on the news lately, youõve probably 

noticed all the election coverage. This candidate was here. 

That candidate said this about the other one. You probably 

canõt watch more than 20 minutes of TV without seeing an 

advertisement trying to get you to vote one way or the other. 

Many teens might not care too much about the elections 

adopting the attitude that when òI can vote or when I am 

an adult, then Iõll care about whatõs going on in the political world.ó  

As Catholic-Christians we are not only called to be citizens, but faithful 

citizens. Faith has a role to play in public life, they should never be separated. As 

the Catechism of the Catholic Church reminds us, òIt is necessary that all 

participate, each according to his position and role, in promotion the common 

good. This obligation is inherent in the dignity of the human person...as far as 

possible citizens should take an active part in public lifeó (1913-1915).  

At tonight's life night we will be talking about involvement in public life. We 

will also be giving practical ways to integrate faith into public life and making 

decisions on important issues.  

Here are a few ways to get involved and educated: 

A. Read: Read up on what the Church teaches on the popular issues like 

abortion, war and immigration. 

B. Ask: Ask your parents and teachers to explain an issue when you donõt 

understand them. 

C. Do your homework: read on you own about what each candidate believes and is 

working toward. The Internet is a great tool for this you can find an unbiased 

website. 

D. Vote: For those of you who are 18 and over, it is your civil and Christian 

responsibility to vote. This the most important way we can be involved in 

public life. 

E. Pray: Pray for all elected officials that have the power to make laws. Pray that 

laws passed would always uphold the dignity of the human person. 

F. Remember that your voice mattersï even as teenagers. It is your responsibility 

now, and as you grow into adulthood, to be a faithful citizen and get involved 

in public life.
